However, they are large and (through centuries of independent decision making while guarding sheep) very independent. They generally will not come when called and what makes sense to you may not make sense to the Pyr. While not noted for obedience, they will work with you and adapt to your family lifestyle if you are fair in all forms of discipline. A Pyr should never be hit or yelled at – PYRescue can provide guidance on fair discipline measures that work with most Pyrs. Since Pyrs will not come when called you must always keep them in enclosed areas and on a leash (preferably a choke chain, placed correctly) when outside the fenced area – even for walks. 

When young – up to 2 years of age the Pyrenees can be quite a trial, altho’ they are a true reward at maturity. Are you willing to commit the time, patience, and love and care which these wonderful friends require? Y ____, N ____.
